The diversity at Handsworth 
Grange is rich, and for many of our represented cultures, meal times and food are of 
significant importance and this element of historic Cultures Days has always been a 
highlight for our pupils. As in previous years we would like to invite our school 
community to contribute to the food for the evening, ensuring a true representation 
of the diversity of our school community. We would also like to invite families and 
our wider community to join us for the festival which will take place in the main hall.
