KS4Students develop and apply theatrical skills in acting or design by presenting 
a showcase of two extracts from a performance text. The chosen extracts 

must allow sufficient exploration of dialogue, plot and/or subplot, and 
characterisation for students to work in depth on their acting or design 

Presenting & Performing Texts

Students research and explore a stimulus, work collaboratively 
and create their own devised drama. They complete a portfolio of 
evidence during the devising process, give a final performance of 

their drama, and write an evaluation of their own work

Based on a true story about risk taking 
behavior and youth crime. An 

exploration into the effects of peer 
pressure and the consequences of 
actions using dramatic techniques. 

Learning Frantic Assembly's 
dramatic techniques and 

applying them to portray the 
story of Alice in Wonderland. 

Creating and developing a 
performance based on a stimulus. 

Musicals - A deeper exploration into 
singing, dancing and acting. 

Identifying and reviewing theatrical 
skills used in performance.

An introduction into 
fundamental theatrical skills 

through the art of storytelling.

Storytelling

 Learning the characteristics of a 
pantomime and how to apply appropriate

Exploring singing, dancing and acting to 
tell a story.

Gecko

Learning Gecko theatre company's 
dramatic techniques and applying 
them to a performance. Identifying 
and reviewing dramatic techniques 

used in performance. 

FACE Final Project

Based on the play FACE by 
Benjamin Zephaniah exploring 
the challenges of appearance, 
identity and friendship through 

performance. 

Exploring the design roles within 
the arts to present design ideas 

for a performance concept. 

Students explore practically a whole performance text, and demonstrate their 
knowledge and understanding of how drama is developed, performed and 
responded to. They also analyse and evaluate a live theatre performance.

Assessment @ KS3:

Students are assessed on their acting skills using a grade 1 - 9 system.

4 formal assessments per year at KS3

Performances are recorded for moderation and sent to students via 
Teams to complete a self reflection exercise

Interleaving:

SoW at KS3 have ‘week 5’ a week where the subject matter is dropped 
for a week and students practise the key acting skills

Differentiation:

Tasks become successively harder

Choice of role within performances

Lighting / sound operator role for students with confidence issues
